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ANNUAL REPORT
Once again the Harrogate and District FA area reflected the national trend with a reduction in the number of 11 a side senior teams with the sad loss of Harold Styans and Claro Beagle during the season. WRCFA affiliation analysis shows that at the beginning of the 2010/11 season there were 38 Affiliated Adult male clubs, 2 Adult female clubs 15 Junior boys clubs and 7 Junior girls clubs in the Harrogate area. There were also 2 Small sided clubs. 
A 3G pitch has now been provided at Rossett Sports Centre and is widely used by the School and local clubs.
This Association has recognised the need for coaching courses to be run in the Harrogate area and in association with WRCFA were able to organise a Level One coaching course at St Aidans School where 24 people qualified and a Level Two at Rossett. We were also able to organise a Goalkeeping Demonstration Course at Rossett which was run by Simon Smith who works with the England goalkeepers. The latter course was free of charge and was well attended by persons throughout the WRCFA area. Harrogate and district FA are currently working toward running a further Level One course at St Aidans School early next season and the District FA hope that this will be well supported by Harrogate clubs.
The Harrogate & District FA area had three County Cup finalists this season. Knaresborough Town Reserves winning the Challenge Trophy Pannal Ash U/16 winning the Junior Cup and Harrogate Veterans winning the newly introduced Veterans Cup.

Peter Marsden, President of the WRCFA, attended a function at Knaresborough Town in October 2010 and presented WRCFA Long Service awards to seventeen local past and present football administrators. A further two persons were unable to attend on that evening.
Harrogate and District FA members continue to monitor Charter Standard clubs.

We continue to use our website (www.harrogate-fa.org) to promote and provide information about the Association’s Cup competitions and courses. All of the Associations Rules and Cup rules are now on line and an innovation this year was to provide details of cup tied players.  
Once again no referee’s courses were run this year because of a lack of candidates, although a small number of local interested parties did attend courses at WRCFA headquarters. The District FA will run courses locally subject to a minimum of 10 candidates. Presentations were made on Mini Soccer and the Laws of the Game to the Junior League.
All local referees who applied for promotion were successful.
The Ian Taylor memorial award this year goes to Jordan Emsley (Pannal Ash juniors) in recognition of his selection for and participation in all of the games for the WRCFA U/16 team this season.
 My thanks go to fellow Council members for their help and support. Thanks to Oatlands Club, to Competition Sponsors and to the clubs who made their grounds available for FA games. 

For the 2011/12 season suspensions will be on a match basis rather than days and it is understood that presentations will be made to all clubs. It is recommended that all clubs should attend these training sessions to ensure that they do not fall foul of the new instructions.
